1. Gene is a factor that contains the DNA code for a trait.

2. Environment is all the living and nonliving things that surround and affect an organism.

3. An instinct is a behavior that is passed from parents to offspring.

4. Mitosis is the process by which most cells divide.

5. The Life Cycle is the stages that living things pass through as they grow and change.

6. A Chromosome is a threadlike structure in a cell nucleus.

7. An Inherited Trait is a characteristic passed from parents to offspring.
