2. An ecosystem is a community of organisms and the environment in which they live.

3. A herbivore is an animal that eats only producers.

4. A producer is an organism that makes its own food.

6. The transfer of energy between organisms in an ecosystem is the food chain.

7. An organism that breaks down the remains of dead plants and animals is a decomposer.
