1. Populations that live and interact together are called communities.

2. A contest among organisms to find the food, water, shelter and space they need to live is called competition.

3. A relationship between different kinds of organisms is called symbiosis.

4. A gradual change in the kinds of organisms that live in an ecosystem is called succession.

5. The saving of resources is called conservation.

6. The process of cleaning and restoring damaged ecosystems is reclamation.

7. Animals that eat other animals are called predators.

8. Animals that are eaten by other animals are prey.

9. Acid Rain is formed when chemicals from burning fossil fuels mix with water vapor in the air.
